Rex H. Latham, a retired senior Central Intelligence Agency Officer, graduated from Arlington State College (now UTA) in 1965 with a Bachelor of Arts degree in History.  Active in the school’s Corps of Cadets, he served as Commander during his senior yearf and was also a member of the Sam Houston Rifles.  A Distinguished Military Graduate, he was commissioned a Second Lieutenant in the U.S. Army, serving on active duty from 1965-1969.
