Colonel, United States Army

Colonel Elmer Guy White, III, attended the University of Texas at Arlington from 1972-1976.  During his service with the Corps of Cadets he served as Cadet Command Sergeant Major his junior year.  He served as the Cadet Corps Commander and the Commander of the Sam Houston Rifles his senior year.  He established the Scabbard and Blade Chapter during the period of his command.  He was commissioned a Distinguished Military Graduate in the Air Defense Artillery in 1976.  
Colonel White’s assignments included the following: Platoon Leader, 4th Bn, 1st ADA; Asst S3, 2nd Bn, 61st ADA, 2nd Infantry Division (Korea); CO, B Btry, 4th Bn, 1st ADA, Bn S3 and XO, 2n Bn, 2nd ADA, III Corps; Battalion Commander, 1st Bd, 3rd ADA, 4th Infantry Division during which time the battalion deployed for 6 months to Guantanamo Bay Naval base, Cuba to participated in Operation SEA SIGNAL providing security and humanitarian support to over 5000 Cuban immigrants.  
Colonel With attended the Air Defense Basic and Advanced Courses, the Command and General Staff College and the Army War College. In 1982 he was selected to attend the Defense Language Institute at Monterey, California, where he completed the Russian Basic Course.  He then attended the U.S. Army Russian Institute in Garmisch, Germany.  Following his studies at the Russian Institute, Colonel White was assigned to Headquarters, U.S. Army Europe where he served as a Strategic Intelligence Officer.

From 1991-1993 Colonel White served as an Inspection/Escort Team Chief in the ON-Site Inspection Agency, European Operations where he conducted arms control inspections under the conventional Armed Forces in Europe (CFE) Treaty.  

From February to June 1996, Colonel White commanded the Military Coordination Center (MCC) in Zakho, Iraq.  The MCC was the ground component of Combined Operations PROVIDE COMFORT and was responsible for conducting air and ground patrols of the security zone on Northern Iraq to insure the well-being  of the Kurdish population in that region.  
In 1997 Colonel White reported to the On-Site Inspection Agency, Washington D.C., where he served as Chief of Staff.  In 1998 the agency merged with two other major defense Agencies to form the Defense Threat Reduction Agency.  Following the merger, he served as Deputy Director of the On-Site Inspection Directorate.
Colonel White is currently serving as the Army Military Attaché at the United States Embassy, Moscow.

Colonel White’s military awards include: Defense Superior Service Medal, Defense Meritorious Service Medal (1 OLC), Army Meritorious Service Medal (4OLC), Army Commendation Medal (2 OLC), Humanitarian Service Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Coast Guard Meritorious Unit Citation, Armed Forces Service Medal, Army Service Ribbon, Overseas Service Ribbon (Numeral 4), Joint Meritorious Unit Award (2OLC), Ranger Tab and Airborne Wings.
